The VBS learning guides are available as pdfs like
this but are also being placed online at an interactive website that goes live in early June 2020.
Everything is being offered for free for use by families and churches. Please feel free to alter the
learning guides to fit your needs. Everything at the Mystery Museum may be experienced by families
right in their own homes. You could even spread the resources and activities over the whole summer!

At the mystery museum, kids will encounter a place of discovery and learning where mysteries lurk
around every corner but where their gifts and talents can make the difference.

Mystery Museum is designed around a simple idea, that VBS should be about service to our neighbors,
based in Jesus' vision of the Kingdom of God—something | like to call Vision Based Serving. Because of
that, each day centers on a community problem and a Bible story that helps to inspire solutions. There
are even service learning projects the kids can take part in right at home. The learning guide also
includes daily art and science projects, games, music with motions, and a whodunnit episode.
